““When I was 4 years old I received my most memorable doll, a Sweet Rosemary from the White House Grocery 

Store in Great Falls, Montana. I still have her wearing her pretty pink dress with a dark pink sash and pearl 

accessories. The next doll I remember that secured my love of accessories was Barbie. A doll that still makes my 
heart flutter when I think of her gorgeous clothes and the famous Barbie doll house. It brought me great joy as a 

child to play with all my dolls. I started collecting dolls during the 1980's, purchasing Armand Marseilles and other 
German Babies and having the time of my life. My collecting turned to doll accessories in the 1990's and the rest 

is what we say "is history". I began collecting very seriously in the 1990's focusing on French fashions with their 
marvelous accoutrements. I was one of the Charter members of the Heritage Doll Guild in Billings in 1991 where 

my interest and passion of dolls was further developed. UFDC conventions were another place I honed my love of 

dolls and am eternally grateful for the experiences I have had. Doll collecting has changed since I began
